&b Power Button
The power supply of this unit
will automatically switch off
after 90 minutes to save
power.
(AUTO POWER OFF function)

@ Display

@& Auto Button
Used to automatically select
the area number for the cur-
rent location.

€3 HOLD Selection Control
The buttons on the unit can be
switched to the hold state so
that they cannot be operated
even if pressed.

& “+” and “—" buttons
Used to increase (“+") or de-
crease (“—") the reception fre-
quency and time settings.

Selecting an area and lis-
tening to a memorized
broadcast station

(Auto area bank function)
Preparation:

®Release the hold state.
@Connect the earphones.

1. Turn on the power.

2. Press STATION MODE to se-
lect the area.

3. Press AUTO for 1 second or
more.

4. Press BAND to select the
band.

5. Press “+" or “~" to select the
desired station.

6. Adjust the volume with the vol-
ume control.

Memorizing a broadcast
station

(Auto memory function)

1. Turn on the power.

2. Press STATION MODE to se-
lect memory mode.

3. Press AUTO for 1 second or
more.

4. Press BAND to select the
band.

5. Press “+" or “=" to select the
desired station.

6. Adjust the volume with the vol-
ume control.

Selecting the area man-
ually

(Manual area function)

1. Turn on the power.

2. Press SELECTION MODE to
select area mode.

3. Press AUTO.

4. While the area is flashing,
press “+" or “—" o select the
desired area number.

Memorizing a broadcast
station manually (Manual
memory function)
Preparation:

@Release the hold state.
@Connect the earphones.

Example:

To memorize an FM station

broadcasting at 88.1 MHz into

channel 3

1. Turn on the power.

2. Press STATION MODE to se-
lect memory mode.

3. Press BAND to select the
band.

4. Press MEMORY for 1 second
or more.

5. While the frequency display is

flashing, press “+” or "=” to
select the broadcast station
frequency.

If the buttons are pressed for
0.6 seconds or more, the auto-
matic station search function
will operate and will stop when
a station is found.

(Auto tuning function)

6. While the frequency display is
flashing, press MEMORY.

7. While “M” and the memory
number are flashing, press
"+" or “~" to select the de-
sired memory channel num-
ber.

8. Press MEMORY.

Setting the time
Preparation:

®Release the hold state.
®Turn off the power.

Example:

To set the time to 10:20 a.m.

1. Press BAND for 1 second or
more.

2. While the hour display is flash-
ing (10 seconds), press “+" or
“—"to select the hour.

3. Press BAND.
4. While the minutes display is
flashing, press “+” or “~" to

select the minutes.
5. Press BAND. The time will start
counting.

Using the alarm

Using the destination alarm
The amount of time to elapse be-
fore the alarm sounds can be set
to between 1 and 180 minutes (in
1-minute steps).

Preparation:

eRelease the hold state.

oTurn off the power.

eCheck that the speaker display
(em) is switched off.

1. Press ALARM for 1 second or
more.

2. Press “+” or “—" to set the
time.

3. Press ALARM.
When the amount of time set
has elapsed, the alarm will
sound for three minutes.

Using the standby alarm
The alarm can be set to sound
when the desired time arrives.

Preparation:

®Release the hold state.

eCheck that the time has been
set.

®Turn off the power.

®Check that the “@" display is
switched off.

1. Press STANDBY for 1 second
or more until the hour display
flashes.

2. While the hour display is flash-
ing (10 seconds), press "+ or
“—" 1o set the hour, and then

press STANDBY.

3. Press “+"” or “=" to set the
minutes, and then press
STANDBY.

Stopping the alarm

Pressing any button will stop the
alarm.

(This is true even if the unit is in
the hold state.)

Canceling the alarm setting
(Power off state)

For the destination alarm;
Press ALARM.

For the standby alarm:

Press STANDBY.

The display will then switch off.

If using every day

The time which has been set will
continue to be memorized until
you change it.

Using the alarm again
For the destination alarm:
Press ALARM.

For the standby alarm:
Press STANDBY.

The display will illuminate.

When using overseas
(except for TV)

This unit can be used overseas.

Before operation, proceed with

the following steps and adjust the

AM step frequency.

1. Press POWER. .

2. Press BAND for 5 seconds or
more.

3. While the AM step display is
flashing, press “+" or “~” to
set your desired area.
